This annual workshop is an education workshop offered to 6th grade students to teach them about the annual conservation topic that ties in with the state poster contest.  This year’s theme; “Our Water, Our Home”.   The workshop is a two-day event located at two local farms, one irrigated and one dry land farm.   The purpose of this year’s workshop was to teach the students about how conservation is important to all watersheds, and how it effects all areas of conservation.  We had 126 students from 3 schools in attendance.  Education stations each had their own topics and included dryland conservation farming practices, no-till operation, soil health (which included the soil health tunnel), sprinkler and flood irrigation, irrigated farming and how predator and prey effect conservation, bird habitats within their local watershed and how it impacts conservation, farm safety trailer and natural resources within the watershed in which they live.  Partners included Colorado Parks and Rec, Farm Bureau, Colorado Bird Observatory, and special guest speaker John Stulp, Special Advisor to the Governor for water in the state of Colorado.  Mr. Stulp spoke on how the economics in conservation projects helps both farmers and the environment.
Measurable Deliverables

Who and how many people will be influenced in what way? For example, 50 attendees; 500 people receive noxious weed fact sheet, etc.
We have 126 students, involving three local schools and 5 teachers.  Four board members, NRCS and District Manager, along with two local producers.
The students were taught about what a watershed is and how everything within the watershed impacts natural resources and conservation, which has an impact on the land and their lives.  The students were shown hands on practices of good conservation techniques.
