PURPOSE:

The Conservationist that is honored will serve as models of excellence for other Conservationists.

ELIGIBILITY: 

All Districts are eligible to participate in this program, with the nominee receiving the award unless they have won the “CACD Conservationist of the Year” award in the past three years. 

APPLICATION:

To nominate your farmer, rancher, or small acreage landowner, please complete the nomination form and return to CACD no later than October 1st. Nominations should include a description (1000 words or less) of the nominee’s success in implementing conservation practices (traditional and non-traditional) on their own operation(s) and in community outreach and education (e.g., tours, school field days, etc.).  During time in operation, this nominee has utilized land stewardship practices and sound conservation methods. Please include the size of the nominee’s operation and any letters of recommendation from partner agencies or agricultural affiliates.  All nominees for this award are asked to submit five (5) pictures, in addition to a brief paragraph for promotional purposes.

JUDGING:

Entries will be judged by the CACD Awards Committee. One award will be given each year in the Conservationist of the Year categories of:  Farmer, Rancher, and Small Acreage Landowner. The winners will score the highest and will meet the minimum criteria of excellence levels.

AWARDS:

The winning Farmer, Rancher, Small Acreage Conservationist will receive a plaque and be recognized at the CACD Annual Meeting, in November.
