Background on the need for this Resolution:  Liability insurance protects a company’s assets and pays for obligations (e.g. medical costs) incurred if someone gets hurt on your property or when there are property damages or injuries caused by an organization’s employees. Liability insurance also covers the cost of your legal defense and settlement upon being sued.  Typically, these include compensatory damages, non-monetary losses suffered by the injured party, and punitive damages. 

General liability insurance also protects you against any liability as a tenant. For example, it could cover damage to rental property by fire or other covered loss.
Finally, it can also cover claims of false or misleading advertising--including libel, slander, and copyright infringement.  

Directors and officers liability Insurance is liability insurance is payable to the directors and officers of an organization, or to the organization itself, as indemnification (reimbursement) for losses or advancement of defense costs if the insured suffers a loss as a result of legal action for alleged wrongful acts in their service as directors and officers. Such coverage can extend to defense costs from criminal and regulatory investigations or trials. Often civil and criminal actions are brought against directors and officers simultaneously.
2018 RESOLUTION: CACD research an umbrella liability insurance policy, including directors and officers coverage, for Conservation Districts state wide, connect with other state associations that currently provide liability insurance to Conservation Districts to determine if their programs can be replicated in Colorado; and provide this service for Conservation Districts if the premiums are a savings to Conservation Districts and CACD can cover their costs for the service.
